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This Semester we will be using Goodreads to track and discuss your books.  I’d like to have you get an account, because the platform is pretty easy to use and the reviews are based off of real readers’ experiences and not purchases they made from a site.  
Below are the instructions for how to set up your account.  Once you have gotten into Goodreads, you can set up your page and then join our class group.  From there you will be doing two discussions throughout each term, with one large book discussion in class at the end of the term. 

Let’s log in and get started!  (
Instruction Sheet for Goodreads

1. Open your web browser

2. In the URL (small rectangle) box at the top type http://www.goodreads.com/
3. When the page opens, look at the right side under where it says, “New Here? Create a free account!”

4. Type in your name, email, and a password

5. Hit the “sign up” button

6. Choose skip this step in green on the right hand side of the page. 

7. Choose genres of literature you are interested in.

8. When you have checked some genres, click the “save” button at the bottom of the page. 

9. It will take you to a page that lists several books that match the genres you chose.
10. Choose a book that you have read from the list provided. (you can switch between the genres by clicking the tabs on the left side of the screen.)

11.  Under each book are 5 stars. Rate the book by giving it the number of stars you think it deserves. 

12.  Rate at least 20 books, the green bar at the top left corner tells you how many you’ve rated. 

13.  When you’ve done at least 20 click the “I’m finished rating” button at the top right corner. 

14. This takes you to a page that has recommendations for you based on the books you’ve rated. 

How to add yourself to Ms. R’s group

1. After you reach the recommendations page, click on the “home” tab at the very top. 

2. The top should say, “Welcome to Goodreads,________!” On the right hand side about half way down the page is a box labeled “My Profile.” In that box click on the button that says “groups.”

3. It will bring you to a page that says, “You have not joined any groups.” Click on the word “groups” in that sentence. 

4. This takes you to a page with a box at the top that says,“find groups.” In that box type “Lehi HS” and click the “search” button. 

5. This will bring you a list of two options. Click the first option, “Lehi HS: Ms. R’s English.” 

6. This brings you to a new page, click the button “Join group” on the left hand side under the Lehi High Logo. 

7. A box will appear that says, “The group’s moderator must approve you….etc.” click the “ok” button. 

8. A new page will appear with a message that says, “This group is invite only….etc.” In the blank box beneath type a nice message to Ms. Rhodehouse and then click the “ask to join” button. 

9. This will take you to another page with the message “Your request to join this group has been sent.” You’re done!
Cool Things You Can Do With Goodreads:

· You can set a challenge for yourself to read a certain number of books this year.  They will track them as you enter them into the system.  I set mine for 50 here at school, although I try to push for 100 each year.

· Each book you read can be “added” into your “My Books” page.  From there, you can update what page you’re on & the homepage will then show you a bar graph of how far you are, whenever you log on.

· If you have a smart phone, you can upload the goodreads app and update your reading from your phone.

· You can join in discussions with authors.  They LOVE goodreads & stop by all the time.  If you want to know about your favorite author, find them and “friend” them or “follow” them and you’ll receive updates.

· ***Please be aware that a lot of people will try to add you as a friend.  I would limit the number you add, only because of the information you see on your homepage from the people you choose.  Although it is like Facebook, I’ve found it’s better not to have too many friends.
